Nicklin Way intersection with Main Drive/Wyanda 
Drive: 

 Staged pedestrian crossing 

 For pedestrian safety, relocate existing U-turn facility to 
sports ground access 

 Landscaping improvements 

Retain five on-
street car parks   

Continue additional northbound lane to connect to 
existing three lane arrangement in the north. Some 

informal on-street car parking removed to make way 
for the new traffic lane. Production Avenue to 

connect through to Kawana Way  

Nicklin Way intersection with Waterview Street/Minkara 
Street: 

 Staged pedestrian crossing 

 Modified traffic signals to fully control all turning 
movements 

 Removal of some informal on-street car parking 

 New northbound through lane will connect to existing 
three lane arrangement in the north 

 Kerb widening to accommodate heavy vehicles 

 Landscaping improvements 

Nicklin Way intersection with Production Avenue: 

 New traffic signals 

 Staged pedestrian crossing 

 Extend right-turn lane on Nicklin Way to increase turning 
capacity into Production Avenue 

 Removal of some informal on-street car parking at 
Production Avenue and southbound Nicklin Way lane 

 Landscaping improvements 

Provide seven temporary indented car parks 
(Subject to removal when adjacent land is 

redeveloped. Parking will be monitored for safety 
and efficiency)  

Existing bus stop 
to remain
