Deceased

Alleged offender is deceased

Driver Nomination

The original offence was issued to the registered operator who was not the driver at the
time of the offence. A statutory declaration has been received and processed to re-issue
the infringement notice to the driver nominated by the registered operator.

Extenuating Circumstances

Due to extenuating circumstances an infringement notice is waived.

Overseas Resident

The alleged offender is an overseas resident and cannot be pursued - no further action

Reissue Infringement

There was an error or issue with the original infringement notice which needed to be re-
issued with the correct details. For example, an incorrect address, registration details;.and
so on.

TCO O/C Decision
