• TMR is using driver reports to identify high-risk locations where safety 
measures could be implemented

Road-dwelling deer pose a risk to driver safety and could cause significant damage 
to vehicles. Adults of the chital deer species standing up to 86 centimetres at the 
shoulder and weigh up to 90 kilograms. 

TMR is monitoring the movements of the deer with every sighting reported helping to 
pinpoint high-risk locations where safety measurers could be implemented.
