[bookmark: _Hlk204169718]Information for completing the Statement of Competency



Purpose
This BoatSafe Information Bulletin (BIB) provides additional information for trainers when completing the BoatSafe Statement of Competency form. Specifically, the sections related to the date and times to be required. 

Requirements
The latest edition of the Statement of Competency (SoC) form requires two separate entries:
1. Assessment Date & Time – This is the date and time when the student successfully completes the final required assessment activity (either theory or practical, whichever occurs last).
2. Issue Date & Time – This is the date and time when the SoC is physically handed to the student.
These two times must be recorded accurately and may differ.

Example for information
Example 1: 
The BoatSafe Training Provider (BTP) has 4 students enrolled in an RMDL BoatSafe course on 20 November 2025. The BTP elects to complete the theory assessment before the practical on-water assessment.
Timeline:
· All students pass the theory assessment at 09:05.
· Students board the training vessel and complete the last activity on the Practical Assessment Sheet (PAS) at 14:50.
· The BTP returns to the boat ramp, and students disembark at 15:05.
· The BTP begins issuing the SoCs at 15:15, 15:17, 15:21, and 15:22.
Recorded Times:
Assessment Date & Time: 20/11/2025 14:50 (completion of the last required activity).
Issue Date & Time:
· Student 1: 20/11/2025 15:15
· Student 2: 20/11/2025 15:17
· Student 3: 20/11/2025 15:21
· Student 4: 20/11/2025 15:22

Example 2:
The BTP has 2 students enrolled in an RMDL BoatSafe course on 21 November 2025. The BTP elects to complete the practical on-water assessment before the theory assessment.
Timeline:
· All students complete the practical assessment at 11:05.
· Students begin the theory assessment at 11:15.
· Student 1 finishes the theory exam at 11:40, and the BTP marks the assessment as 100% correct at 11:45.
· Student 2 finishes the theory exam at 11:50, and the BTP marks the assessment as 100% correct on their second attempt at 11:55.
· The BTP issues the SoCs after marking each assessment or after marking all assessments.
Recorded Times:
Assessment Date & Time:
· Student 1: 21/11/2025 11:45
· Student 2: 21/11/2025 11:55
Issue Date & Time:
· Record the actual time the SoC is handed to each student.

Example 3:
The BTP has 4 students enrolled in an RMDL BoatSafe course, and 2 of these students are also enrolled in a PWCL BoatSafe course on 22 November 2025, named students 3 and 4. The BTP elects to complete the theory assessments for both RMDL and PWCL before the practical on-water assessments.
Timeline:
· All students pass the theory assessments at 08:30.
· Students board the training vessel and complete the last activity on the RMDL PAS at 12:50.
· The BTP returns to the boat ramp, and students disembark at 13:00.
· The BTP begins issuing the RMDL SoCs for the RMDL only students at 13:05 and 13:07.
· The BTP commences the practical on-water assessment for the PWCL course:
· Student 3 completes the PWCL practical assessment at 14:15.
· Student 4 completes the PWCL practical assessment at 15:10.
· The BTP issues the RMDL SoCs for the two students (student 3 and 4) who completed both courses at 15:15 and 15:20.
· The BTP issues the PWCL SoCs for students 3 and 4 at 15:22 and 15:25.

· Student 4: 22/11/2025 15:25

Notes:
· Ensure the Assessment Date & Time reflects the completion of the last required activity for the course.
· Ensure the Issue Date & Time reflects the actual time the SoC is issued to the student.
· Double-check all entries for accuracy before issuing the SoC.
