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[bookmark: _Toc220570511]Application Guide for Registered Training Organisations -TLIC4006 Drive Multi-combination Vehicle 
The Department of Transport and Main Roads (TMR) may recognise Registered Training Organisations (RTOs) to deliver TLIC4006 Drive multi-combination vehicle (TLIC4006) as the required unit of competency for the purpose of obtaining a multi-combination (MC) driver licence in Queensland.
The TLIC4006 unit of competency is designed to ensure students acquire the appropriate skills and knowledge to competently operate an MC vehicle. 
TMR ensures the quality of the RTO’s training and assessment resources meet industry standards and contain the technical content required to ensure competent licence outcomes.
The Australian Skills Quality Authority (ASQA) ensures that RTOs delivering nationally recognised training comply with the national Vocational Education and Training Quality Framework.
1. [bookmark: _Toc220570512]Purpose
This application guide is designed to assist RTOs applying to TMR for recognition to deliver TLIC4006 for the purpose of obtaining an MC driver licence in Queensland.
2. [bookmark: _Toc220570513]Application
RTOs must complete the application form (Attachment 3) and provide the following in their application to TMR (further explanation on each requirement is detailed below).
· A completed mapping matrix of training and assessment materials on the TMR approved template (see Attachment 1).
· The Training and Assessment Strategy associated with the delivery of TLIC4006.
· Lesson plans for the delivery of TLIC4006.
· All student learning resources to be used in the delivery of TLIC4006.
· All assessment materials to be used to determine competence in TLIC4006, including the associated benchmark answers (marking guide) and final competency assessment (FCA).
· The location of the RTO’s training facilities. 
· The three proposed test routes, suitable for an MC vehicle that will be used during the on-road FCA. The three proposed test routes must:
· be entered into the NHVR Route Planner, and the link saved for each of the three routes and those links of the three saved routes per driver trainer provided to TMR in the RTO application. 
· identify where in the test route the assessment will pause to conduct the required reversing task and uncoupling and coupling tasks for the FCA.
· Resume and evidence of nominated MC driver trainer’s qualifications, skills and experience to deliver TLIC4006.
· Evidence of the RTO’s current registration with ASQA.
· Evidence of current insurance policies relevant to the delivery of TLIC4006, including insurance of vehicles and any premises owned or occupied by the RTO.
· Evidence the RTO is based in Queensland with suitable classroom training facilities that include: 
· shelter under a roof with appropriate environmental protection
· electricity supply
· appropriate ventilation with fans or air-conditioning
· desks or tables and at least one chair for each student and a chair for the driver trainer; and 
· close and convenient to toilets and running potable water.
· Evidence the RTO owns or leases or otherwise has access to MC vehicles to enable it to provide training and assessment for TLIC4006. The MC vehicle must be roadworthy, appropriately registered, and consist of: 
· a B-double towing two or more semi-trailers, with one semi-trailer supported at the front, and connected to the other semi-trailer/s; or
· a combination other than a B-double, consisting of a motor vehicle towing at least two trailers, excluding any converter dolly supporting a semitrailer. 
· Evidence that the RTO has an in-vehicle camera system that meets the requirements outlined in section 2.7 Camera Recording of Final Competency Assessment.
· If the RTO has previously held a Delivery of Training Course Deed (Deed) with TMR that was terminated due to a breach of the Deed, evidence that the RTO has rectified the breach and has sufficient policies, procedures and systems in place to ensure no future breaches of a Deed.
2.1 [bookmark: _Toc220570514]Mapping Matrix
For ease of reference and to enable an efficient review of the materials, all learning and assessment materials submitted must be identified in a mapping matrix submitted with the application. The mapping matrix must reference each occasion where an element of the unit of competency is addressed in the learning resources and assessment materials. Note: It is a requirement that the mapping matrix be completed on the TMR approved template (Attachment 1). 
2.2 [bookmark: _Toc220570515]Training and Assessment Strategy
A Training and Assessment Strategy is required under ASQA’s 2025 Standards for RTOs | Australian Skills Quality Authority (ASQA) (the Standards). It is defined as the approach of, and method adopted by, an RTO with respect to training and assessment designed to enable learners to meet the requirements of TLIC4006. The RTO Training and Assessment Strategy must meet all requirements of the Standards. In addition, TMR requires the Training and Assessment Strategy for an MC driver licence to include:
· minimum class driver licence requirements for an applicant to be eligible to undertake TLIC4006. For example, a class heavy rigid (HR) or heavy combination (HC) driver licence
· minimum training and assessment duration to fulfil the following requirements:
· for a student who holds a HR Licence, is a minimum of sixteen hours of training and assessment, conducted over two or more days, including a minimum of four hours of practical driving training and a two-hour on-road Final Competency Assessment. 
· for a student holding a HC Licence, is a minimum of eight hours training and assessment, including a minimum of two hours practical driving training and a two-hour on-road Final Competency Assessment.
Note: The minimum training and assessment duration must not include meal breaks, time spent completing supplementary self-paced learning, or training not relevant to TLIC4006 delivery.
2.3 [bookmark: _Toc220570516]Lesson Plans
Lesson plans are to be developed to guide driver trainers in the delivery of TLIC4006 and must document two separate pathways for students with a class HR driver licence and students with a class HC driver licence.
The lesson plans must cover the course overview, topics and content to be covered, learning resources including all teaching and learning materials used by driver trainers, and include all day and session timings. Lesson plans must also ensure the minimum duration for training and assessment has been addressed, including the minimum duration for the on-road FCA. 
All references to road rules and other legislation must refer to Queensland road rules and legislation. 
All materials submitted to TMR must have full version control including title, date, and version number.
2.4 [bookmark: _Toc220484264][bookmark: _Toc220570517]Assessment Materials
Assessment materials are to be developed in such a way to enable an assessor to determine competence through identifiable and measurable knowledge, skills and behaviours. Assessment activities should clearly identify:
· Who: Define who is being assessed, and the role of any other persons that may contribute to the assessment, and in what capacity.
· What: Detail the ways in which the student is required to demonstrate their competence. This must also include how many times the task must be repeated to demonstrate competency, and if applicable, to what standard. Specify any errors or omissions which will result in an unsatisfactory / not yet competent result.
· Where: Identify the environment, equipment and resources required to conduct the assessment.
· When: Define the timeframe for the assessment activity and how long it will take to complete.
· Why: Specify the standard of student performance for the assessment, and how this relates to the skillset. This will provide a guide to the assessor about specific requirements to observe and document when determining competency.
· How: Identify how the assessment will be conducted, including the sequence of assessment activities. This should also specify any arrangements or mechanisms for reasonable adjustment.
Assessment developed for the observation of performance/skills must be measurable and broken down into task-based behaviours. A copy of the performance criteria and/or performance evidence from the unit of competency into an observation checklist or similar is not considered adequate.
TMR requires the assessment materials, and associated benchmark answers for TLIC4006 to cover all elements (i.e. performance criteria, knowledge evidence and performance evidence) required to address the expected outcomes of the unit of competency. In addition, assessment materials must include at least the following technical content requirements:
· safe reversing of an MC vehicle for approximately 70 meters in a straight line
· load restraint requirements.
2.5 [bookmark: _Toc220484265][bookmark: _Toc220570518]On-road Final Competency Assessment
The on-road assessment of performance criteria and evidence requirements of TLIC4006 is known as the final competency assessment (FCA). The FCA should be developed in such a way that the performance criteria and evidence requirements of TLIC4006 are observed as task-based behaviours to determine the practical skills and assess the competence of a student in the performance of those skills. The FCA must be a minimum of two hours. 
TMR requires a certain level of detail to be provided (see Attachment 2). Please note, the example should be used as a guide only. It does not cover all performance criteria and evidence requirements, or the TMR technical content requirements to be assessed for TLIC4006.
2.6 [bookmark: _Toc220484266][bookmark: _Toc220570519]Camera Recording of Final Competency Assessment
TMR requires all FCAs for an MC licence outcome to be recorded using in-cabin cameras. This ensures there is a clear record of the students meeting the competency requirements required to obtain an MC licence. Applicant RTOs must provide a statement in their application that details the type of camera they will use, and how they will ensure the cameras meet TMR’s specifications. The specifications include:
· record video of external driving conditions and cabin interior simultaneously for the duration of each student’s FCA.
· record an external view of the front of the MC vehicle showing a wide angle of at least 120 degrees relative to the windscreen and an area at least five metres x five metres of clear unobstructed view.
· record internal audio to clearly record conversations between the driver trainer and student inside the cabin. The audio recording should be clear and audible irrespective of vehicle or external noise.
· have night vision mode and record the cabin in that mode in low light conditions.
· record video at a sufficient resolution and sharpness for facial identification of persons in all light conditions. 
· have rolling GPS coordinates with latitude and longitude positions continuously displayed on the video file along with GPS tracking throughout the recording. 
· have rolling date and time stamp that must be continuously displayed on the video file throughout the recording. 
· be wired to the vehicle or powered by an accessory plug.
· have camera system software available to convert any audiovisual output into a windows compatible file format. 
· have a storage device that is large enough to record each student’s FCA for the entire duration of each assessment.  
2.7 [bookmark: 2.7_Road_Rules_Knowledge_Test][bookmark: _Toc220484267][bookmark: _Toc220570520]Assessments
In addition to heavy vehicle regulations and knowledge elements from TLIC4006, RTOs must also assess the student driver’s ability to correctly interpret Queensland specific road rules, traffic situations and road use. Any theory assessment delivered must be supervised by a driver trainer or employee of the RTO and be clearly identified as closed book with no assistance from the supervisor, or other students. Students must not be able to access the internet or any of their TLIC4006 learning resources during the assessment. A pass mark of 90% is required for all assessments. 
3. [bookmark: 3._Trainer_and_Assessor_Requirements][bookmark: _Toc220484268][bookmark: _Toc220570521]Driver Trainer Requirements
TMR will consider a driver trainer’s accreditation history and criminal history when assessing their suitability to deliver TLIC4006 for an MC licence outcome. An application must provide evidence that prospective MC driver trainers meet the following requirements:
· hold a current class MC driver licence.
· hold a current Queensland driver trainer accreditation to class MC; and 
· have current industry experience and skills necessary to safely drive a MC vehicle.
If recognised by TMR to deliver TLIC4006, the MC RTO will be required to provide the following further information:
· evidence of driver trainer’s completion of their staff induction and training
· the first 10 student records for MC licence training and assessment delivered by each driver trainer.
· RTO’s internal audit of the first 10 student records for MC training and assessment delivered by each driver trainer, including any issues identified and corrective actions taken by the RTO.
4. [bookmark: 4._Next_Steps][bookmark: _Toc220484269][bookmark: _Toc220570522]Assessment of Application to deliver TLIC4006
The assessment of an application and any decision to approve an application or offer a Deed is entirely at TMR’s absolute discretion. TMR is under no obligation to approve an application or to offer a Deed, even where an applicant meets all stated application requirements. In exercising this discretion, TMR may have regard to the training and assessment materials submitted by the applicant, as well as any other matter TMR considers relevant. This may include, but is not limited to, the applicant’s prior conduct and compliance history within the scheme, the suitability and fitness of staff, directors and other officers associated with the applicant, the need for an additional RTO to deliver training in the proposed area, the likely volume of training to be delivered and whether this would be sufficient to justify the administrative burden associated with administering the Deed, and any other factors TMR considers appropriate.
An application assessment may take up to 20 business days. If TMR requires corrections to the training materials, TMR may take another 20 business days to assess corrections. RTOs will be notified in writing of the outcome of the application. If successful, they may be issued with a Deed to sign. The Deed outlines all legal responsibilities associated with delivering training and assessment for MC licence outcomes in Queensland. 
It is the responsibility of RTOs to understand the contents of the Deed and ensure compliance with these requirements at all times.
Any changes to the TMR approved training and assessment materials made after a Deed has been signed, must be approved by TMR prior to use.

5. [bookmark: 5._Additional_Information][bookmark: _Toc220484270][bookmark: _Toc220570523]Additional Information
It is illegal to offer, request or accept gifts, rewards, money or other favours to obtain an MC licence without completing the required training and assessment. Penalties are severe and may include fines and imprisonment. All cases of bribery and corruption will be reported and investigated, and strong action will be taken against all involved parties. This includes approved RTOs, Remote Training Delivery Partners and their driver trainers.

· Attempt to change gears without using the clutch
· Select an inappropriate gear for the situation
· Excessively crash gears during gear changing
· Select an incorrect gear during gear changing up or down

	Clutch
The student should demonstrate the appropriate level of skill and knowledge to control the clutch when changing gears and operate the clutch in such a way that produces a smooth take up of power to the driving wheels.
	The student should not:
· Continuously ride the clutch
· Coast with the clutch depressed prior or during a turn
· Operate the clutch incorrectly
· Stall repeatedly

The student should demonstrate a suitable level of skill and knowledge in maintaining control of the vehicle and in the operation of the steering device through the use of hand over hand or pull-push method of steering.

· Maintain kerb clearanceSAMPLE

· Not mount the kerb, or roundabout unless the central traffic island is designed to allow a vehicle of that kind to be driven over it (QRR115(b))

	
Braking
The student should demonstrate a suitable level of skill and knowledge in the appropriate use of the braking system to slow the vehicle smoothly and progressively. 
	
The student should not:
· Brake late
· Brake excessively
· Brake abruptly
· Fail to secure the vehicle when stationary
· Roll back on a grade

	
Road Position
The student should demonstrate a suitable level of skill and knowledge in the correct positioning of the MC vehicle on a road.
	
The student should not:
· Fail to stay within the chosen lane (in normal driving conditions)
· Drive unnecessarily over the centre line
· Fail to keep left where practical
· Overtake inappropriately

Left Turn
The student should demonstrate an appropriate level of skill and knowledge in negotiating left turns including roundabouts, traffic lights, stop signs, give way signs and uncontrolled intersections.
Vehicles 7.5m in length or more and displaying the appropriate signage may straddle the lane within 50m of the intersection (QRR28,32 & 111(8)).
	
The student should not:
· Take an inappropriate course when turning left.
· Cause other vehicles to take evasive action due to incorrect positioning
· Fail to keep to the left of centre after the turnSAMPLE


	
Right Turn
The student should demonstrate an appropriate level of skill and knowledge in negotiating right turns including roundabouts, traffic lights, stop signs, give way signs and uncontrolled intersections.
Vehicles 7.5m in length or more and displaying the appropriate signage may straddle the lane within 50m of the intersection (QRR28, 32 & 111(8)).
	
The student should not:
· Take an inappropriate course when turning right.
· Cause other vehicles to take evasive action due to incorrect positioning
· Fail to keep to the left of centre during the turn

	
Observation/Scanning

The student should demonstrate an adequate level of knowledge and ability to observe and monitor the driving environment in all directions.
	
The student should not:
· Fail to observe the road space ahead, to the sides and to the rear
· Fail to scan an uncontrolled intersection
· Fail to scan an intersection with a control sign or signal including railway crossings

Roundabouts
The student should demonstrate an adequate level of knowledge and ability in negotiating a roundabout.
	
The student should:
· Give way to traffic on the roundabout
· Give the correct signal as required when entering and leaving the roundabout.SAMPLE


	
Mirrors
The student should demonstrate a suitable level of skill and knowledge in the use of rear-view mirrors.
	
The student should check the rear-view mirrors when:
· Slowing
· Stopping
· Turning
· Changing lanes
· Diverging
· Merging
· Reversing


	
Signals
The student is required to give a signal in the correct direction and give sufficient warning to other road users including pedestrians.
	
The student should give the appropriate signal when:
· Turning
· Diverging
· Moving to the edge of the road or kerb
· Entering a line of traffic
· Moving off from a stationary position (for at least 5 seconds, QRR46(3))

Hazard detection
The student is required to identify and respond appropriately to any hazard or potential hazard during the course of any on road driving activity.
	
The student should respond appropriately to any identified hazard in a timely manner and consider the likelihood and consequences of any risk. They should identify reactive driver responses and identify vehicle responses and:
· Recognise the hazard
· Understand the defence
· Act in timeSAMPLE



	
Low risk driving behaviours (LRD)
The student is required to demonstrate appropriate driving behaviours which can effectively reduce risk.
	
The student must:
· Maintain and protect crash avoidance space
· Continuously scan the road and traffic environment
· Adjust speed and position as required
· Maintain a safe gap (2 seconds as a guide) behind the vehicle in front under normal driving conditions. This gap should be increased when driving in adverse conditions


	
Speed

The student should travel at a speed compatible with the general flow of traffic under normal driving situations without exceeding the speed limit for that area.
	
The student should not:
· Drive too fast for the prevailing conditions
· Drive excessively or continually too slow for the prevailing conditions
· Exceed the speed limit by any margin

	Load Securing
The student is required to demonstrate a suitable level of skill and knowledge in the method for securing a load. This includes ropes, chains and dogs, winches/ratchets and straps.
	The student is required to demonstrate one of the following:
· Truckies hitch
· Single or double shank/hitch
· Safely use load binders and ratchets
· Safely use winches and strapsSAMPLE


	Uncoupling a MC Vehicle
The student is required to demonstrate an appropriate level of knowledge and skill in performing this exercise including A and B trailers for MC vehicle.

Note: If vehicle is fitted with airbag suspension where necessary operate air dump valve to prevent any damage to vehicle.
	The student should demonstrate the correct sequence for uncoupling:
· Apply park brake
· Secure wheel chocks (if vehicle is not fitted with a spring brake system)
· Lower trailer/drawbar support legs
Disconnect/retract –
· Electrical cable
· Hydraulic lines
· Chains where applicable
· Brake hoses
· Release turntable jaws/pin coupling
· Drive prime mover forward approximately 25m

	Signs, signals and road markings
The student is required to demonstrate knowledge and a thorough understanding of any regulatory road signs, traffic signals and road markings.
	The student should:
· Comply with any regulatory road signs, traffic signal or road marking
· Demonstrate appropriate knowledge and understanding of road signs, traffic signal or road markingSAMPLE


	Reverse exercise
The student is required to successfully demonstrate appropriate skills and ability in safely reversing a MC vehicle for a distance of approximately 70m in a straight line.
Two attempts are permitted for this exercise with one correction on each attempt. Time allocated for this exercise is 10 minutes.
	The student is required to:
· Position vehicle parallel to the kerb
· Activate the hazard lights/reverse lights/warning device
· Maintain adequate observation
· Maintain a distance of approximately 1m from the edge line. sealed edge, or kerb
· Maintain sufficient clearance from overhead/roadside obstacles (e.g. trees, awnings, street lights)
· Secure the vehicle at the end
· Cancel warning device

	Hill Start
The student is required to successfully demonstrate appropriate skill and ability in stopping safely and starting when leaving the kerb on ascending and descending roads. The holding brake must be applied.
	The student is required to:
· Check all mirrors
· Activate left signal
· Stop parallel to the kerb
· Position no less than 50cms from kerb
· Check all mirrors and blind spot
· Activate right signal
· Operate all controls smoothly and efficiently (rolling back is not permitted)
