Amendment 

The changes align with the Queensland Procurement Policy 2026 (QPP 2026), 
which was released on 11 November 2025 and commenced 1 January 2026. 
Key changes include: 
• Replacing the Ethical Supplier Threshold and Ethical Supplier Mandate with 

the Procurement Assurance Model (PAM). 
• Strengthening, and in some instances adding contract provisions, that 

warrants Contractors / Suppliers compliance with the 2026 Queensland 
Government Supplier Code of Conduct (the Code). 

• The Code retains and strengthens obligations from the QPP 2023 (including 
modern slavery, domestic violence policies and anti-dumped goods 
provisions), and mandates compliance with the PAM. 

• Cyber Security provisions have been added to introduce contractual 
obligations for suppliers to maintain appropriate cyber security measures 
throughout the contract term.
