In this Agreement, headings and underlining are for convenience only and do not affect the interpretation of this Agreement and, unless the context otherwise requires:
words importing the singular include the plural and vice versa
words importing a gender include any gender
an expression importing a natural person includes any company, partnership, joint venture, association, corporation or other body corporate and any governmental agency
a reference to a part, Clause or Party, is a reference to a part and Clause of, and Party to, this Agreement
the Parties agree that if there is any inconsistency between the terms of this Agreement and the Contract, the terms of this Agreement shall prevail.
This Agreement is effective as at the date all Parties sign this document and shall continue for the duration specified in Clause 49.2(b) of the General Conditions of Contract unless terminated earlier in accordance with Clauses 10 or 11 of this Agreement.

The IRA agrees to consider fairly and impartially the Dispute referred to the IRA, and to decide the Dispute in accordance with the Contract, including Clauses 47 and 49 of the General Conditions of Contract, and this Agreement.

The IRA agrees to act independently in the consideration of facts and conditions relating to the Dispute.

The IRA agrees to act honestly when performing the duties and functions required by this Agreement.

The IRA agrees to carry out its obligations as the IRA:
with due care and diligence 
in compliance with the Contract and in accordance with this Agreement, and
in compliance with all applicable laws, regulations and other statutory requirements.

The Principal shall:
not solicit advice or consultation from the IRA on matters dealing with the resolution of the Dispute which may compromise the IRA's integrity
act in good faith towards the IRA, and
comply with the reasonable requests and Directions of the IRA.

The Contractor shall:
not solicit advice or consultation from the IRA on matters dealing with the resolution of the Dispute which may compromise the IRA's integrity
act in good faith towards to the IRA, and
comply with the reasonable requests and any Directions from the IRA.

In relation to all confidential information disclosed between the Parties during resolution of a Dispute, the IRA agrees:
to keep that information confidential
not to disclose that information, except to a Party or representative of that Party participating in the Dispute resolution if it is compelled by law to do so
not to use that information for a purpose other than the resolution of the Dispute, and 
to be bound by this obligation of confidentiality whether or not such confidential information is or later becomes in the public domain.
Confidential information includes, but is not limited to, the documents and information as defined in Clause 8.9 of the General Conditions of Contract.

The IRA shall be neutral, act impartially and be free of any conflict of interest.
For the purpose of this Clause, the term ‘IRA’ also includes the IRA’s current primary or full‑time employer and ‘involved’ means having a contractual relationship with either Party to the Contract or any other entity, such as a subcontractor, design professional or consultant having a role in the Works.
Prohibitions and disqualifying relationships for the IRA include:
an ownership interest in any entity involved in the Contract or a financial interest in the project, except for payment for services under this Agreement
previous employment by, or financial ties to, any Party involved in the Works within a period of 2 years prior to award of the Contract, except for fee‑based consulting services on other projects
a close professional or personal relationship with any key member of any entity involved in the Works which, in the judgement of either Party, could suggest partiality
prior involvement in the Project of a nature which could compromise the IRA's ability to participate impartially in the IRA's activities
employment, including fee‑based consulting services, by any entity involved in the Works, except with the express approval of both the Principal and Contractor, and
discussion concerning, or the making of an agreement with, any entity involved in the Works regarding employment after the Works are completed.
If the IRA, during the term of appointment as an IRA, becomes aware of any circumstance that might reasonably be considered to affect the IRA's capacity to act independently, impartially and without bias, the IRA must inform the Principal and the Contractor.

All Parties to this Agreement must comply with the document Broad Outline of Process for settlement of Dispute, which is attached to this Agreement.
Following the issue of a Notice of Dispute under Clause 47 of the Contract, and the matter has been referred to the IRA in accordance with the Contract, all Parties to this Agreement shall endeavour to meet or better the timetable of:
<Within X Business Days> of the Dispute being referred to the IRA, the Referring Party shall submit all of its documentation (including, but not limited to, written submissions, expert reports (if any), relevant contractual correspondence exchanged between the Principal and the Contractor over the course of the Project, source documentation and data) to the IRA.
<Within X Business Days> of a), the Other Party shall submit all of its documentation (including, but not limited to, written submissions, expert reports (if any), relevant contractual correspondence exchanged between the Principal and the Contractor over the course of the Project, source documentation and data) to the IRA.
<Within Y Business Days> of b), the IRA shall have considered all documentation submitted to it by the Principal and the Contractor, including any documentation submitted to it in response to a Direction issued by the IRA.
<Within Z Business Days> of c), the Parties shall attend a further meeting to provide verbal responses to any questions asked by the IRA and to receive the IRA’s opinion with respect to the Contractor’s entitlement to the claims including time. <Time assessment from IRA to be advised by the IRA upon initial review>.
[bookmark: _Hlk198805694]If the IRA’s opinion, based upon the documentation referred to in c) and the meeting referred to in d), is that there exists an entitlement of claim arising out of, or in connection with, the Contract, the IRA shall determine a fair and reasonable framework for calculating quantities and costs in accordance with the Contract to the extent possible.
If not previously agreed between the Contractor and the Principal, the IRA shall determine a fair and reasonable entitlement for extension of time for each Separable Portion as defined under the Contract.
the intention is that the IRA works with the Principal and the Contractor so that the IRA’s determination for quantum of costs and time (where applicable) is accepted by both parties.
<Within X weeks> of d), the IRA shall provide its recommendation (in writing) in accordance with Clause 49.8 of the General Conditions of Contract regarding the Dispute, providing reasons for the recommendation (including on matters of entitlement, quantum of costs and time (where applicable)).
The dates contained within this Clause 15 of this Agreement may be changed by mutual agreement between the Principal and the Contractor and subject to advice from IRA.

As per Clause 49 of the General Conditions of Contract, that is:
The fees and expenses of the IRA shall be shared equally by the Principal and the Contractor.
Subject to Clauses 16 b) ii and 16 c) of this Agreement, the Contractor shall pay the invoices of the IRA after approval by the Principal and include in payment Claims under Clause 42.1 or a final payment Claim under Clause 42.7 50% of all invoices paid in accordance with this Clause.
The Contractor is not entitled to any payment for the participation of anyone on its behalf or for whom it is responsible, including any Subcontractor or designer in the IRA process.
The Principal and Contractor agree that: 
The IRA shall not be required to provide its written recommendation to the parties until the IRA’s fees and expenses have been paid in full, and
notwithstanding Clause 16 a) i. of this Agreement, the Principal may, in its absolute discretion but without being under any obligation to do so, elect to pay a greater share of the IRA’s fees and expenses than the amount calculated in accordance with Clause 16 a) i. of this Agreement.
To the extent that the Principal elects in its absolute discretion to pay an amount which exceeds its share of the IRA’s fees and expenses calculated in accordance with Clause 16 a) i. of this Agreement, the Principal and Contractor agree that:
the Principal may recover that amount as a debt due from the Contractor to the Principal, and
Clause 16 c) i. above has effect despite Clause 42.8 of the General Conditions of Contract or any Final Certificate which may have been issued under that Clause.

[bookmark: _Toc202962013]Broad outline of process for settlement of dispute
Overarching objective
a) Resolve the Dispute in a timely and cost effective manner.
b) To achieve this, it is incumbent on each Party to approach the process
i. with good will
ii. in good faith, and
iii. in an honest, open and frank manner
that ensures that all issues to be considered in relation to the Dispute are on the table in a respectful and transparent manner.
Initial meeting <Principal to advise time, date and location of the first meeting>
The purpose of this meeting is: <Amend if necessary>
for the IRA to declare any associations or interests and for the Parties to decide on the relevance of these in regard to the role of the IRA
for the Parties to sign the three Party Agreement
to allow the Parties to discuss and amend the draft process proposed by the IRA, with guidance from the IRA
to allow the Contractor and the Principal to present their views on the issues of Dispute
to discuss the handover of relevant documentation by each Party to the IRA in accordance with Clause 15 of the Agreement
to establish the frequency of meetings, including Site meetings, and
to establish a timetable for resolution in accordance with Clause 15 of the Agreement.
Reading and assessment of information provided
The IRA may require clarification on some issues. When this occurs, the IRA shall email the request to the provider of the initial information and copy the other Party in on the email. Either Party may provide a response to the request. The other Party may also comment on the response. The IRA expects that this response and comment process on any request, generally, shall not take more than 2 Business Days.
Additional meeting (time, date and location to be determined)
The IRA may request additional meetings to consider the Dispute.
If in the IRA’s view, there is no basis for claim(s) under the Contract, then the Parties are free to continue action under the Disputes resolution procedure contained within the Contract. If in the IRA’s view, a basis of claim(s) exists, then this meeting shall explore methodologies for valuation of such claim(s).
Valuation process
If required, the IRA shall facilitate a process whereby the Parties, with the IRA’s guidance, work together to arrive at an agreed valuation. Where no agreement on valuation exists, then the IRA shall provide a valuation with reasons having regard to the valuation methodology (if any) provided in the Contract. In doing this, the IRA may request written submissions from both Parties. If required, the IRA may seek valuation and/or time advice from an experienced and competent civil estimator and/or scheduler familiar with estimating the cost of like or similar work and who has no close association with either Party.
Final reporting
The IRA shall submit a recommendation to all Parties before the end of its service or subject to mutual agreement of the Principal and Contractor.
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
